Reflecting on our journey, it is with immense pride that we
acknowledge our transformation. From once being counted
among the globally noted "Dirty Thirty," we have risen to
become a benchmark for efficiency and responsibility in
common effluent treatment. The Best CETP in Maharashtra this
remarkable turnaround is a testament to a quarter-century of
unwavering commitment, visionary leadership, and collective
effort.

This success story would not have been possible without the foundational work of our former
Chairmen, Mr. Mohanty, Mr. Suresh Bhosale, and Mr. S.B. Pathare. Their legacy, carried
forward by every executive committee and, most importantly, by you—our member
industries—has brought us to where we are today.

Your significant investments and
improvements in your individual Effluent Treatment Plants (ETPs) are the bedrock of our
collective success.

e Strengthened our civil infrastructure, ensuring the longevity of our plant and
administrative building.

e Cleaned our aeration tank and replaced fine bubble membranes on air diffusers to
optimize biological treatment.

o Replaced the critical pawl rings in the bio-tower, significantly boosting the overall

treatment efficiency.
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I am proud to report that, as a result of these efforts, our outlet parameters have
consistently remained well within the compliance norms set by the MPCB throughout the
entire year 2024-25.

Of course, our path forward is not without its challenges. The crucial expansion of our CETP
capacity is currently on hold, awaiting Environmental Clearance and the sanction of the
Detailed Project Report from MIDC. We are in constant dialogue with the concerned
authorities to expedite this process.

On a more positive note, our new 27-kilometer disposal pipeline project is advancing at a
promising pace, with 16 km already completed. We have been assured by the Executive
Engineer of MIDC that the entire pipeline will be operational by March 2026.

We are also persistently following up on other vital infrastructure projects essential for our
industrial ecosystem: the completion of the emergency exit road, remaining concretization of
road works, the truck terminus, railway connectivity, and the development of the sports
ground and recreation center. Rest assured, the combined committees of MMA and MMA CETP
are actively pursuing these goals with the relevant government authorities and our political
representatives.

None of our achievements would be sustainable without the invaluable contributions of our
dedicated CETP staff, contractors, and consultants. I also extend our sincere thanks to
government bodies like the MPCB, CPCB, MIDC and MSEDCL, our political representatives,
and the supportive communities in our neighboring villages.

CONTINGENT LIABILITIES:

There is a claim of contingent nature liabilities against the Bank Guarantee of 5.00 Lacs for
establishment, development and maintaining of CETP website for displaying information about
CETP performance& Bank Guarantee of 10.00 Lacs for Operation & Maintenance as per the
consent condition.

CONSENT TO OPERATE:

As per statutory requirement, MMA CETP has MPCB “Consent to Operate” valid up to 31% March,
2027.

FACTORY LICENSE:

As per the statutory requirement, MMA CETP has a “Factory License” valid up to 31% Dec-2025.

PROVISIONS FOR INCOME TAX:

The money required for the treatment has been contributed by the members and none other than
the members. No income (except Interest on Investment & sale of scrap) has been generated out
of dealing with any third party. On such income provision not made since the TDS can be
adjusted against tax payable.

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If any Industry’s ETP system is disturbed and anticipates high COD effluent generation, said
Industry has to submit prior intimation to the CETP. Accordingly, if Industry intimates well in
advance of their internal ETP disturbances, which shall result in high COD sampling, then the
billing of high COD shall be covered daily from the date of intimation and to the day of
restoration to normalcy. The Charges will be @ Rs 60/- per Kg COD. The sampling and
analysis charges also shall be recovered for that period. If Industry fails to inform well in
advance, then a penalty will be levied along with the charges as above-mentioned rates, along
with a penalty. The case of ETP disturbance will be considered for a 7-day duration & twice in
a financial year only.

TKN Charges: TKN as a parameter of vigilance & provision of additional penalties can be
calculated based on the technical deliberations. The penalty, as per the following formula, was
decided in EGM held on 22nd Jan, 2021 & revision was made in the penal charges to Rs. 45/-
per kg TKN from Jan-2025 (Reference, MMA CETP EC meeting 16" Jan,2025, based on the
decision of AGM dt. 19" Sept, 2024)

Rs. Kg of Excess TKN = (Flow x (TKN-50)/1000) x Rs.45/-

Social Fund: (with effect from October 2015 as per resolution passed in AGM held on
25.09.2016)
LSI - Rs.25,300/- month & additional production units 50% i.e. 12,700/-

MSI - Rs.12,900/- month & additional production units 50% i.e. 6,500/-
SSI - Rs. 2,000/- month

SSI Category is also restricted to their monthly water consumption up to 1250 m3/month. For
more than 1250m3 (twice in year) water consumption, the industry will be considered as MSI &
will be charged as per the MSI unit formula.

MSI Category is also restricted to their monthly water consumption up to 2500 m3/month. For
more than 2500m3 (twice in year) water consumption, the industry will be considered as LSI &
will be charged as per the LSI unit formula.

Henceforth Annual increment of CETP charges will be 7.50% for every next year as decided in
the AGM held on 25" Sept 2019.

Henceforth, Sludge from the collection sump and disposal sump will be removed every two
years, and a separate amount will be collected at every time as per the actual estimation of
expenses.

Non-biodegradable effluent will not be accepted by CETP (every unit should maintain a COD
to BOD ratio of 65:35)

Effluent having higher TKN values will not be accepted.

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14. VIGILANCE SAMPLING & COMPLIANCE MANAGEMENT AT MMA CETP :

During the current financial year, MMA CETP has implemented a rigorous vigilance sampling
program to monitor member industry discharges. This program resulted in the collection of:

e 1,391 vigilance samples,

e 20 environmental samples, and

e 9 stage-wise samples.

Sampling activities are efficiently conducted by a dedicated team of four Environment Officers,
supported by the Assistant Plant Manager and Plant Manager.

Analysis & Expertise:

All collected samples undergo timely analysis by our in-house laboratory team of five qualified
analysts. Both the vigilance sampling team and the analysis laboratory comprise highly qualified
and experienced personnel committed to upholding environmental compliance standards.

Compliance Enforcement & Support:

The MMA CETP Executive Committee (EC) proactively addresses non-compliance through

structured interventions:

1. Regular Review Meetings: Non-compliant industries are called for bi-weekly (fortnightly) EC
meetings.

2. Focused Discussion: These meetings involve one-on-one reviews of the industry's Effluent
Treatment Plant (ETP) performance and treated effluent quality.

3. Corrective Action Mandate: Based on the review findings, specific corrective actions are
mandated to improve ETP operations and effluent quality.

4. Progress Monitoring & Technical Assistance: The CETP team actively monitors the
implementation of corrective actions and provides necessary technical support to assist member
industries in achieving and maintaining compliance.

Oversight:
All monitoring activities, in-plant process treatment oversight, and the overall vigilance program are
conducted under the supervision of Plant Manager, Mr. Narendra Kadam.

A-Zone, E-Zone, and L-Zone are the major contributors, collectively accounting for 95%
of the total COD.

B-Zone, K-Zone, and w-Zone show 0% contribution, which might indicate no discharge
or negligible COD levels.

C-Zone and D-Zone have minimal contributions.

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16. MIDC INFRASTRUCTURE:

Issue Resolution After Follow-Up

v The Hon’ble CEO has approved the replacement of the MIDC Effluent Disposal Pipeline, with
the total project cost estimated at Rs. 152 crores. Of this amount, 25% contribution is made by
member industries (12.5% as a direct payment and 12.5% to be paid in equal instalments over
the next 10 years).

v The extension of the existing pipeline by 2.4 km from Ovale, per the National Institute of
Oceanography (NIO) guidelines, is awaited.

v' A Cement Concrete Road from Nangalwadi to the JBF Circle was committed & the work has
been started to complete 4 kms of road length along with road widening & provision of Storm
Water drains.

v' MIDC has completed implementing effective measures to prevent rainwater ingress through the

effluent collection chamber in the entire MIDC area.

17. PLANT STATUS REPORT:

The MMA CETP plant has completed 21 years of operation, consistently treating an average of
6.30 MLD of industrial effluent. The plant continues to maintain a high standard of performance,
with a 99.6% compliance rate with MPCB norms during the reporting year. In 2024-25, the major
focus was on biological system upgrades, critical cleaning activities, and improved monitoring of
the treatment process.

Key Initiatives Undertaken in 2024-25:

1. Biological System Upgradation:

Installed fine bubble membrane air diffuser in the aeration tanks to improve oxygen transfer
efficiency and support microbial growth.

Upgraded Return Activated Sludge (RAS) systems for improved sludge recirculation.

2. Complete Aeration Tank Cleaning (After 20 Years):

A comprehensive cleaning and desalting of all aeration tanks was conducted & completed
satisfactorily. This has restored hydraulic capacity, improved Dissolved Oxygen efficiency, and
enhanced biological treatment performance.
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3. Installation of Online pH Sensor in Primary Treatment:

To improve monitoring and control of physicochemical treatment, an online pH sensor was
installed at the primary treatment inlet.

This allows for:

e Real-time pH monitoring,

e Timely chemical dosing adjustments,

e Better coagulation/flocculation results, and
e Reduced load on the biological system.

4. Bioaugmentation Trials:

Specialized microbial consortia were tested in pilot-scale trials to improve degradation of complex
industrial organics. The positive results have encouraged plans for plant-wide implementation.

5. Online Biological Monitoring:

Installed real-time sensors for DO (Dissolved Oxygen), in the aeration tanks for better biological
process control.

6. Flood Mitigation:

In anticipation of potential flood situations, all critical infrastructure, material stock, and machinery
have been relocated and installed above the highest recorded flood level.

7. Reduction of Incoming COD Load:

A systematic study of each member industry’s Effluent Treatment Plant (ETP) was conducted,
including stage-wise sampling and the provision of valuable suggestions and technological
solutions. This resulted in a significant reduction in COD load at the source and at the CETP inlet.

8. Capacity Expansion:

During this financial year, MMA CETP has prepared a Detailed Project Report (DPR) to increase
the plant capacity by expanding the tertiary treatment from the existing 7.5 MLD to post-expansion
25.0 MLD. This expansion will facilitate the approval of existing unit expansions and
accommodate low-COD effluents from incoming new industries. The procedure for land allotment
has been completed, and the process to obtain environmental clearances is currently underway.

9. Capital Investments:

In the financial year 2024-25, capital investments totaling Rs.45.73 Lacs were made to enhance the
plant’s infrastructure and capabilities.
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Major Maintenance Activities — Wastewater Treatment Plant

During the reporting period, two critical maintenance activities were carried out to sustain the
operational efficiency and reliability of the wastewater treatment facility:

Replacement of Fine Bubble Membrane Diffusers in Aeration Tank No. 2
The Fine Bubble membrane air diffusers in Aeration Tank No. 2 were replaced to address
fouling and wear-tear that had reduced oxygen transfer efficiency and optimized blower energy
consumption. The new membrane has restored optimal oxygen distribution for the activated
sludge process, improved energy efficiency, and ensured consistent biological treatment
performance.

2. Replacement of Plastic Media — Bio-Tower Tank

The old-age plastic media in the Bio-Tower Tank were replaced due to clogging and physical damage
over time, which had impacted microbial growth and treatment effectiveness. The new media provides a
clean, high-surface-area environment for biofilm development, enhances oxygen transfer, and improves
hydraulic flow, ensuring steady effluent quality and regulatory compliance.
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These proactive maintenance measures have collectively improved the treatment plant’s
reliability, reduced operational costs, enhanced energy efficiency, and supported consistent
compliance with discharge standards.
